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[bookmark: _GoBack][bookmark: Employee_Health]POLICY: PATIENT DISMISSAL FROM CARE

PURPOSE: 
The purpose of this policy is to provide guidelines to the staff and physicians of the center when a patient needs to be dismissed from care. The organization will have strict criteria for the staff and physicians to adhere to in the event that a patient is dismissed from the center. The Medical Director will make the final decision of dismissal after review with the Nurse Manager.

PROCEDURE:  

1. The criteria for dismissals include, but are not limited to the following:

a. The patient knowingly does not provide thorough and complete health information.

b. The patient does not follow the plan of care instructions provided to them.

c. The patient does not make the understood, required payment to the organization.

d. The patient expresses behavior that is violent or judgmental towards the staff or physicians of the organization.

e. The patient refuses care that is a “Standard of Practice” for the organization.
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
