What does the DVT risk factor score mean?

Low risk (01 point) — you may not be at risk now, but it's a
good idea to reassess your risk of DVT at regularly scheduled
doctor visits or annual exams.

Moderate risk (2 points) — share your answers to this survey
with your doctor at your next scheduled appointment so he

or she can assess your risk of DVT.

High risk (3+ points) — because of your increased risk you should
share your answers with your doctor so that he or she can assess your
risk of DVT.
