PREPARATION AND SET UP:
· Prepare equipment and load cleaning cart for the number of operating rooms to be cleaned.
· Roll cart to outside OR and await circulator’s direction to enter and begin the cleaning process.

· Prepare yourself by dressing in the appropriate attire and personal protective equipment (PPE). [For the most up to date recommendations, consult the most recent printing of the AORN publication, Perioperative Standards and Recommended Practices.]
CLEANING PROCESS:
· Remove all soiled linen.
· Remove medical waste and reline containers.

· Pick up trash and large debris with a dust pan and wand/broom.
· Remove all other waste and reline containers.

· Clean overhead light with microfiber cloth.

· Clean Mayo Stands and tray tables with a microfiber cloth.
· Clean OR table with a microfiber cloth.
· Place wet floor sign in doorway.

· Clean the entire operating room floor with a mop, microfiber damp mop pad, and a disinfectant approved by your supervisor for this application.
· Inspect for cleaning errors and review checklist.
· Remove wet floor sign when floor is dry.

· Notify circulator that the OR is ready for the next case.

· Remove personal protective equipment (PPE) and thoroughly wash your hands, being careful to avoid self-contamination.
